THE WSU ELEM program doesn’t have elective requirements per se, however, we have Areas of Specializations / Endorsements / Minors for students to complete “electives” in.  In order for a student to start the Levels in the Education program, they need to have completed the support courses (or have a plan) and be 90 - 100% finished with their Areas of Specializations / Endorsements / Minors.  The courses marked as transferring as ELEM electives fit into an Area of Specialization. We are attaching our brochure that gives more information on requirements for our program.  
Students have the ability to petition if they feel there are a lot of similarities in the class they have taken and the requirement.  Departments will then review the petition to determine if there are enough similarities for the course to articulate.
